Stories in the Torah are also found in the Old
Testament of the Bible, so are special to
Christian and Jewish people.

Muslim people believe in one God, Allah, who
made the world and wants people to care for
it.

Some Muslim stories are written in the
Qur’an.

Hindu people believe in one supreme being
Brahman in the forms of many deities.

Hindu stories are found in many sacred books.
Sikh people learn about God wants them to
behave through the example of Guru Nanak.
(Guru means teacher)

The Guru Granth Sahib tells stories of Guru
Nanak and the other Gurus.
