Reading  

This term we will continue to use phonetically decodable reading books. 
You will notice that the number of words on a page increases and we 
now expect the children to try and read the whole sentence back with 
increased fluency. Knowing the tricky words really helps this skill too. 
We will begin to send home tricky words for you to practise with your 
child. They will be changed weekly but will be on various days so please 
keep them in your child’s book bag. 

Please remember to sign your child’s book when you have read with 
them at home . We encourage the children to read a further 2/3 times 
at home.

Term 3 was a busy one and Term 4 is set to be just as busy!  

I can’t quite believe that the children are halfway through their first school year! 

In Understanding of the World, the children will begin to explore the great 
outdoors by firstly investigating the different plants and flowers that grow 
around our school and then will get the opportunity to plant their own 

seeds and watch them grow. As we begin to talk about the change in 
season, the children will also learn about life cycles and we look forward to 
welcoming live caterpillars into class! 

We will also learn lots of  songs in Expressive Art and Design and explore 

the artists Vincent Van Gogh– Sunflowers and Henri Matisse – The Snail  

In Literacy, the children will continue to develop their Phonic knowledge by 
consolidating Phase 3. This term the children learn no new phonemes or 
tricky words but instead review and read words with the phase 3 digraphs; 

this includes longer compound words. We will be focussing on writing this 
term and encouraging the children to write independently. The children 
will have the opportunity to write lists, labels and captions as well as longer 
sentences. Handwriting will also remain a focus this term.      

In maths this term, we will be continuing to master a secure understanding 

of numbers to 10 and beyond. We will be counting to find a total, one 
more and one less and using a ten frame and part whole model to 
represent numbers in different ways and to complete simple addition and 
subtraction. 

In RE, we will be exploring the question ‘Why do Christians put a cross in an 
Easter garden?’ We will also learn about Eid al-fitr, one of the major 
holidays celebrated by Muslims and commemorates the end of Ramadan.
